WHAT IS MIGRATE™?

Migrate is a microencapsulated formulation of Methyl Anthranilate used for
the non-lethal contrel of birds. Methyl Anthranilate, the active ingredient in
Migrate, is a food grade repellent which exceeds US Food Chemical Codex
FCC) specifications, and is classified as Generally Recognized As Safe (GRAS)
by the Expert Panel of the Flavor & BExtract Manufacturers Assocation (FEMA).
Methyl Anthranilate is an additive to foods, food flavors, and fragrances and is
used as a flavoring agent in beverages, ice creams, candy, gelating, puddings
and chewing gum.

This product may be used on blueberries, cherries and grapes to limit
damage to ripening berries by birds. Migrate™ will affect all bird species,
but will not affect hurmans or other animals including bats. Apply Migrate™
at arate of 2.5-5 gal/acre. Repeat treatrment within 7 days If bird pressure
persists, Best applied by spray equiprment, such as any agricultural power
sprayer after dilution with water at a ratio of 1 part product to 10-20 parts
water. Apply when fruit is dry and approaches a ripeness susceptible to
bird depredation. A silicone surfactant may be added to blueberry and
grape applications only for better coverage. Refer to surfactant labels for

information.

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WEATHER AND TURF CONDITIONS

Do not spray during rain or immediately before expected rain. Do not apply
in freezing conditions. Apply either in marning after dew has disappeared
or in the evening. The product is formulated with a polyrmeric sticker that
will protect it from the occasional normal rain after it has dried on the
berries, If there is excessive continuous rain for several days, additional
applications may be needed, or Nu-Film 17 from Miller Chemical can be
added according to their label instructions. This will extend the efficacy to
3-4 weeks and give good protection against repeated rainfall.

APPLICATION DIRECTIONS
Shake well and dilute with water as instructed on the label Mixin a well-
ventilated area.

AERIAL APPLICATION

Mix Migrate™ with water at a ratlo of one part product to 1-3 parts water,
Apply spray mixture at a rate of 10-20 gallons of spray mixture per acre.
Refer to label for more information.)

GROUND APPLICATION

Mix Migrate™ with water at a ratio of one part product to 10-20 parts water. At
the 1:10 ratic, apply 25-50 gallons spray mibxture par acre, Atthe 120 ratio, apply
between 50-100 gallors spray mixture per acre. Ratios should provide adequate
coverage onfruit surfaces. (Refer to label for more information)

ADDITIONAL APPLICATIONS

One application lasts from 2-3 weeks. Repeat treatrment every seven days
if bird depredation continues. On cherries, one application is usually
sufficient. On blueberries, usually two applications are needed. Apply the
first before the first berries can be eaten by the birds, and the second after
the first harvest. Migrate may be applied to cherries, grapes or blueberries
up to the day of harvest,

COMPATIBILITY WITH OTHER INGREDIENTS
Test for compatibility before adding other products. Do not mibowith dry
formulations such as wettable powders which may result in residue on the fruit.
