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Fogging: Thermal vs. ULV

Methyl Anthranilate can be atomized with both hot and cold aerosol production. Both
processes present the active ingredient, MA, in very small droplets (5-25 microns).
Both float along air currents affecting any birds downwind. There are some differ-
ences, however. Which type of fogger, hot (thermal) or cold (ULV), is right for you?

Thermal (hot) fogging uses
heat to flash-evaporate the
product into a cloud (similar
to burning scented candles or
incense sticks to release the
fragrance). Thermal fogging
equipment produces a highly
visible fog that consists pre-
dominantly of MA and water
vapor. The heat-produced
plume has the capacity to rise
and spread quickly, filling
structures, with or without
air currents. Thermal fogs
are more dependant on cli-
mate and relative humidity
than are ULV fogs. Thermal
fogging is the technology of
choice to reach above trees,
tall buildings, or rafters.

ULYV (cold) fogging uses large
amounts of air to create an
invisible MA plume (similar to
deodorant and hair spray
products). With no energy
other than the force of air,
the product stays more hori-
zontal to the release point.
With misting, there is no
chemical change of the prod-
uct. This equipment enables
droplets of a more precise
size to be generated. The ab-
sence of a large number of
very small droplets will limit
the penetration of the fog into
highly obstructed areas. Mist-
ing is particularly useful when
the desire is to keep public
display to a minimum.

Fog Force is a bird
repellant that may be
